IMPORTANT NOTE;

Applicants will be asked to supply some or all the information listed for persons who will be living in the residence.  To receive some services, applicants will need to be considered homeless.

1. Birth Certificate or Residence Status

2. Photo ID

3. Social Security Card

4. Income Verification

5. Past Jobs (If Any)

6. Past Landlord References (If Any)

Expect to be placed on a List.  Expect for a Credit and/or Background Checks.

Remember that some applicants might have preference depending on:

1. Age (Several Categories or Levels)

2. Disability

Important things to determine before renting:

1. Rent (+ Utilities) or (with Utilities Included)

2. Furnished or Unfurnished

3. Appliances and/or Laundry Hook-ups

4. First Months Rent and/or Deposit
